The Laws:

All matches to be played under the current IRB 7-a-side laws.

Rules of the Competition:
Before the tournament give the team sheet to the tournament director.

The final ranking after the Group matches:
· The place in the final table of a group is related to the amount of competition-points they won.

· In case of a draw of competition-points in the final table of a group for two teams the team which won the match between the equal teams will be better placed.

· If there is a draw in that game that team will be better placed which apply to the following rulings:

· better difference between scored and received points in all preliminary round matches of the concerning group
· better difference between scored and received tries in all preliminary round matches of the concerning group,

· more scored points in all preliminary round matches of the concerning group,

· more scored tries in all preliminary round matches of the concerning group,

· toss of a coin between the team-managers of the concerning teams.

Ranking Games:

No draw game!
· A draw in a ranking game will be broken by one five (5) minute half.
· There will be a two (2) minute interval between regular time and overtime.
· If the draw is not broken after the overtime half, the game will be decided in a ten (10) minute sudden death period.
· If after the sudden death a draw still remains kicks for goals will start at the 22-meter line and move out 5 meters per kick until a winner is declared.
· “Match for place 1” game will consist of ten (10) minutes halves with a two (2) minute interval between halves.
Any queries or complaints with regards to the playing aspects of the tournament are to be directed to the Tournament Organiser, whose decision in the matter will be final.
